A study at theuniversity of Washington demonstrated theeinfle of pisaster on species
richness by removing tars from selected parts aftdrédal zone repeatedly over a period of five
years. Two mai%n es occurred in the areas frohvdgia stars were removed. First the lower edge
of the muss d extended farther down into the idtedrzone showing that sea stars are able to
eliminate m%completely where they are covergdwater most of the time. Second and more
dramatically 28 species of animals and algae disappearedimsea star removal zone. eventually
only mytilus the dominant competitor occupied the entiretsatosn.
